There are two thousand seats set up around the infinity pool, and they’re all full.

“Before the ceremony begins, will all the bridesmaids and groomsmen please leave

the altar so that the bride and groom can have some privacy?”

A murmur ripples through the crowd, and Jacqueline and Tom turn around in

confusion.

“What the hell’s going on?” Tom says.



I walk over to them as discreetly as I can and say, “I think it’s for the best. The

groomsmen look ill.

More groomsmen have fallen into the water and—oh

god—they’re too drunk to swim.

“Save them!” someone screams. There are more shouts, but I can’t make any of them

out. The world is a blur of noise and movement.



Several of the guests take off their jackets and plunge into the water. Nathan is

running from the back of the ceremony, where he must’ve been standing, overseeing

the proceedings. His security guards run ahead of him and jump into the water.

Reality comes rushing back and I realize that in the chaos, no one’s noticed the body.

Ah Guan still lies on the stage, undisturbed while people clamber everywhere. This is

my chance. I’ve got to get him out of here. I grab his arm and I don’t hesitate, not one

bit. I put all of my strength into it, and the adrenaline coursing through my veins

propels me up, up, up, and before I know it, I’m standing, Ah Guan’s arm flung

across my shoulders.

“No, no, it is traditional Chinese medicine,” Ma huffs. Spare me from yet another

round of sibling rivalry.

“Traditional Chinese medicine doesn’t include marijuana!” I almost scream, but at

the last minute remember to lower my voice.

“No, original recipe call for a type of fungus—it is called dong chong xia cao,” Ma

admits. “But wah, dong chong xia cao soexpensive! So I look everywhere for

substitute, and then someone on Internet tell me there is this very good herb, called

Tetris Hydro Canned Oil. Very good for pain.”

“She means tetrahydrocannabinol,” Fourth Aunt says. Fleetingly, I wonder if she’s

memorized what THC stands for just for this moment.

The minute Ma and my aunties finish filling me in on what’s happened behind the

scenes, they erupt into argument with a flurry of Mandarin, Indonesian, and English.

Second Aunt: “Ha! You’re just jealous because for once, I take control of the

situation, we’re not just following you around like zombies.”

And also, I wasn’t the one who drugged them.”

This is so typical of them. Big Aunt and Second Aunt with their rivalry, Ma and

Fourth Aunt with their jealousy. I can’t take another second of it, so while they argue

with one another, I stalk off.

As though to reflect our mood, the wind’s picked up and is howling like a grieving

widow. It snatches at my ponytail, whipping it into my face. Up to this point, the

adrenaline has rendered me oblivious to my surroundings, but now, I realize that I’m

freezing in my wet clothes. My teeth are actually chattering, and each breath I take

makes my jaw clack. I hug the towel around me tight and walk toward the infinity

pool. I’m dreading the sight of what was going on while I took stock with my family,

but I have to. I have to know.



I’m half-expecting the scene to be crawling with cops, to hear the wail of sirens and

see the red and blue lights flashing. But when I get there, the place is almost devoid

of people. The hotel’s security team is ushering the last remaining guests away from

the site, telling everyone in stern voices to go back to their rooms and stay put.

Jacqueline and Tom—thank god—are nowhere to be seen. I check my phone and see

half a dozen messages from Seb, telling me he’s been ordered to go back to his room.

My heart skips a beat when I spot Nathan on the stage, his tall profile silhouetted

against the stormy sky.

But no worries, you’ve all got someone who knows

what he’s doing here,” he calls out to the small audience. He looks around and

frowns.

I’m sorry for making you guys come out here again,” Nathan says to the

groomsmen.

He’s employed them for the day.Andit

explains why the groomsmen quite happily carried Ah Guan down the aisle; aside

from the fact that they were drugged and drunk out of their senses, they just plain

didn’t recognize one another.

The sheriff shakes his head. “So none of you knew this guy?” He nudges Ah Guan’s

shoulder again with his shoe. What is up with him and the need to keep prodding Ah

Guan with his foot?



Both groomsmen shake their heads.

“Would the others know him?”

The first groomsman shrugs. “I mean, who knows? Maybe? Tom had to hire people

from three different agencies because he needed so many bodies. Oops, bad word

choice, lol.” He says “lol” as if it’s an actual word.

Someone nudges my elbow, and I turn to see Ma and my aunties behind me.

“What are you doing just standing there?” Ma whispers. “Come, we go back in,

otherwise later you will catch cold.”

I can’t help snorting out loud. Here we are, with the sheriff and the dead body, and

Ma’s worried about me catching a cold? “You guys done fighting?” I say, unable to

keep the bitterness out of my voice.

At least they have the decency to look somewhat abashed. “For now,” Fourth Aunt

says.

As they leave, Sheriff McConnell paces around the altar, his weight making the

whole stage shudder. Thunder rolls, and I can’t help but jump.

What would I

have done without my family? I would’ve been stuck at home with a dead body in my

car and no way of explaining it. But maybe that would have been better than this.

Anything would’ve been better than having Nathan get arrested for something I did.

“Meddy, you are upset, I know, but we are just taking care of you,” Ma says.

I shirk away from her outstretched hand, and the hurt that slashes across her face



enrages me even more. “I don’t need you to take care of me. I’m not a baby anymore,

Ma. God, all of this is such a burden!”

They startle at the B-word. It’s their worst nightmare, to be a burden to their children.

“Meddy, how can you say that?” Big Aunt says in English, her chest rising. “We are

family, we work together, we always there for each other.”

“Yeah, and that’s exactly the problem. We’re always there. I don’t know what life is

like without any of you in it. I had a glimpse of it when I went to college, and then

after that I moved back home and it’s back to being in the fold. I don’t know who I

am without you all breathing down my neck. I don’t even know if I want to be a

wedding photographer, but I can’t do my own thing, I can’t just abandon the family

business, because you always talk about sacrifice and how much you’ve all sacrificed

for me, and so this is it, the cycle of sacrifice that’ll go on and on and on.”

They look like I’ve slapped them. “You don’t want to be wedding photographer?” Ma

whispers.

“I hate weddings!” I cry.

They stagger back a step, their faces lit up with horror.

“I do, I hate them—”

“That’s not true. I’ve seen the way you look at wedding dresses,” Fourth Aunt says.

“It’s like you’ve got horny eyes on; it’s quite honestly disturbing.”

I sigh. “You’re right, there are things I love about weddings. I love the brides; I love

seeing them looking all beautiful and happy and wearing a big white dress.

They’re all quiet for a while. “So you saying that we are holding you back?” Ma says,

after a while.

I don’t answer. I can’t. Whatever I say, it won’t be enough. It won’t be accurate. It’s

not a no, and it’s not a yes. And, in the end, I have only myself to blame. My cousins

grew up in the same environment and managed to leave, to spread their wings. I’m

the only one who remains in the same old nest, and surely that proves that the blame

lies on me.
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After an eternity, I shake my head. “I don’t blame you.” See, that’s not totally

accurate either. I blame everyone, including myself.

Ma utters a sob, and immediately all of my aunties, including Fourth Aunt, catch her

by the arms. They coo soothing words in Indonesian at her.

“It’s okay, she’s just a child, she doesn’t know what she’s saying.”

“My Hendra used to say things like that too, it’s okay.”

“These kids, they’ll only understand what we’ve given up after they have children of

their own.”

This is what always happens when one of my generation dares to talk back to our

parents. They band together and reduce us to kids having a tantrum, dismissing our

words so we can’t pierce their armor. Part of me wants to kick crazily at the ground

andscream until they listen, but of course that’ll only confirm their belief that I’m

nothing more than a silly child.

Because I’ve always gone after them,

and then I end up apologizing and assuring them that I’ll be a less shitty daughter,

and that’s how I find myself at twenty-six still living at home and spending my

weekends shooting huge weddings and pretending I love the whole production.

No. I have more pressing things to attend to. Like Nathan. The thought of him fires

me up even more. I stride toward the main building, climbing the impressive stone

steps up to the lobby.

My back straightens, my neck lengthens, and I stare down at Sheriff McConnell and

see him for what he truly is: a fish out of water, completely at a loss as to what to do.
